Violations of
the dress code shall be handled at the school level.



Standards of Dress 2009-2010

The following guidelines are designed to keep students up-to-code and up-to-date simply and sty-
lishly. Brand new additions and modifications to the dress code are in bold type.

Secondary Grades 9-12
e Tops:

o Color: Any color is permitted.

o Style: Collared (polo or oxford) shirts or blouses, mock turtlenecks or turtlenecks; all must have sleeves
and should be tucked in. T-shirts shall not be worn as outer clothing.
e Bottoms:

o Color: Any color is permitted.

o Style: Pants, shorts, skirts, skorts, capris or jumpers are acceptable; all must be hemmed or cuffed and
can be no shorter than three inches above the knee. Jeans must be free of embellishments. Sagging
pants are not permitted.

e Shoes:

o Style: Athletic shoes, loafers, dress shoes or other closed-toe shoes as well as open-toe/open-heel
shoes. Shoelaces should be white or should match the color of the shoe.

Guidelines for ALL grades (Prekindergarten-12):

. T-shirts worn as undergarments must be solid white.

e Clothing shall be the correct size for students, with no sagging pants.

e Tops (shirts or blouses) shall be tucked into clothing.

e T-shirts shall not be worn as outer clothing.

e Denim blue jeans must be free of embellishments.

e Bottoms should be hemmed or cuffed.

e Shorts, skirts and skorts shall be no shorter than three inches above the knee.

e Shoelaces must be white or match the color of the shoe.

e Acceptable accessories include belts of a solid color fabric or leather with a buckle no larger than two inches.
e Tights, socks and hosiery should be a solid color.

e Manufacturer logos on apparel must be less than a one and one-half inch square with the exception of school
logos.

Unacceptable dress for ALL grades (Prekindergarten-12):

e Sagging pants
e T-shirts worn as outer clothing or as visible undergarments

e Clothing considered too revealing (bare midriffs, tube tops, tank tops, cut-off shirts, low-cut tops, crop tops, see-
through shirts, fish-net clothing)

e Clothing with holes, tears or cuts

o Clothing with lewd, offensive, vulgar or obscene pictures, emblems or language



e Clothing with advertising that depicts tobacco products, alcoholic beverages, drugs or any substance prohibited
under FNCF (LEGAL)

e Gang-related clothing, accessories or jewelry bearing signs, insignia, colors or symbols

e Active-wear such as wind shorts, warm-ups, soccer shorts, boxer shorts, sweat suits or spandex gym wear
e Sleepwear, visible drawstrings, house shoes

o Except for verified religious clothing, head gear such as hats, scarves, bandanas, do-rags or shower caps
e Combs, sunglasses or grillz

e Accessories or body piercings that could be classified as dangerous or as a potential weapon, i.e., chains,
spiked necklaces or bracelets, or similar items

¢ No heelies (tennis shoes with roller blades to skate)

Students of all grade levels are expected to be in full compliance with the
dress code beginning on the first day of school.

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Options and Requirements
For Providing Assistance to Students Who Have Learning Difficulties or Who Need
or May Need Special Education

If a child is experiencing learning difficulties, the parent may contact the person listed be-
low to learn about the district’'s overall general education referral or screening system for
support services. This system links students to a variety of support options, including re-
ferral for a special education evaluation. Students having difficulty in the regular class-
room should be considered for tutorial, compensatory, and other academic or behavior
support services that are available to all students.

At any time, a parent is entitled to request an evaluation for special education services.
Within a reasonable amount of time, the district must decide if the evaluation is needed. If
evaluation is needed, the parent will be notified and asked to provide informed written
consent for the evaluation. The district must complete the evaluation and the report within
60 calendar days of the date the district receives the written consent. The district must
give a copy of the report to the parent.

If the district determines that the evaluation is not needed, the district will provide the par-
ent with a written notice that explains why the child will not be evaluated. This written no-
tice will include a statement that informs the parent of their rights if they disagree with the
district. Additionally, the notice must inform the parent how to obtain a copy of the Notice
of Procedural Safeguards - Rights of Parents of Students with Disabilities.
